Assists in crosswalks during arrival and then monitors the hallways 

and bathrooms and assists students with finding classrooms. 

 

1-2 times per year we have service weeks and require extra help in 

organizing, locating and executing service projects for grades 7-10. 

 

Similar to a catechist, but leads a small group (8-9) kids in small 

group discussion/faith sharing during Confirmation Prep class.
